· Scouts are required to wear full uniforms traveling to and from campouts.

· Air mattresses and cots are comfortable but take away your warmth and are overly bulky.

· Sleep prep: always change into dry clothes (from the skin out) for sleeping.  Wearing next day’s underwear/long underwear to sleep in works well. Wear hoodie or hat to cover head when sleeping.

· Clothes: avoid cotton.  Gets wet, stays wet, no longer insulates.  No open toed shoes allowed.
· Toiletries: pack small kit, keep ready to grab for each campout

· Do not bring: any electronics including cell phones and MP3 players.  
· Two most important investments for camping:

· High quality sleeping bag, approx. 15°F rating, polyester filled, make sure it compacts small and easily

· Comfortable, waterproof hiking boots
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
